SKEET AND SPORTING CLAYS
FUN SHOOTS

We will be hosting three fun shoots this year, dates and locations are as follows:

Saturday, March 27" Detroit Sportsman’s Congress
Saturday, April 24" Genesee Sportsman’s Club
Saturday, May 22™ Centerline of Calhoun County

The Skeet Fun Shoots will consist of 50 targets, with the first squads taking the fields at
10:00 am; squads will follow on the hour, until all squads have completed the event. Line fees
for the 50 targets will be $10.00 per shooter payable to the MI SCTP.

New this year, the shooters will be given the option to register the skeet fun shoot targets
with the NSSA. Registering the targets will give us the opportunity to offer NSSA
Complimentary Memberships to first time shooters. The additional fee to register the targets is
$2.50 per shooter. All members of the squad must register the targets to be in compliance with
NSSA rules. Coaches will be responsible to bring completed NSSA Complimentary
Membership forms and MSA membership forms along with all applicable fees to the squadding
desk when checking in their shooters. Blank forms will be available at the fun shoots. PLEASE
NOTE THAT NSSA COMPLEMENTARY MEMBERSHIPS WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE AT
THE STATE SHOOT. As in the past, there is no membership fee charged by the Michigan Skeet
Association for junior shooters.

The Sporting Clays Fun Shoots will consist of 100 targets this year. The first squads will
take the fields at 9:00 am as long as the host Club’s shooting rules allow for this early start time;
if not the first squads will take the field as soon as the clubs rules allow. Shooting times will be
confirmed at the time you pre-squad your teams. Line fees will be $30.00 per shooter for the 100
targets, payable to MI SCTP.

As was the procedure last year, Loraine Malloy will be handling the squadding for both
Skeet and Sporting Clays. Squadding requests are due in to Loraine no latter than the Saturday
before the shoot. IF MEMBERS OF YOUR SQUADS ARE SHARING A GUN, THIS
INFORMATION MUST ACCOMPANY YOUR SQUADDING REQUEST. Please e-mail all
squadding requests to Loraine at Imalloy71@comcast.net. Your squadding requests must contain
the following information: 1) Discipline being squadded for; 2) Names of shooters on the squad,
in the order that they wish to shoot in; 3) Division and Category the squad is shooting in; 4) does
the squad wish to register the targets and 5) requested start time. Squadding confirmations will
be e-mailed to the Head Coaches by the Wednesday before the shoot. It is suggested that the
Head Coaches collect the shooting fees from the shooters before turning in the squadding
requests. This has proven helpful in reducing the number of no shows at the Fun Shoots.
